The department The department of Hepato-Pancreato-Biliary (HPB) surgery and Liver 
transplantation provides a comprehensive tertiary care service for the regional 
community.  
 
 
 

The type of work 
to expect and 
learning 
opportunities 

The post-holder will provide support for HPB and Liver transplant patients, 
helping to prepare patients for surgery and managing them post operatively. 
They will also help in the management of the emergency general surgical 
caseload.    
 
Daily duties can typically include ward rounds, requesting and organising 
radiological and endoscopic procedures, booking outpatient appointments upon 
discharge & emailing secretaries, TTO’s, taking bloods and cannulas. 
 
There is also opportunity to join the HPB and liver transplant operations every 
day of the week. 
 
 
There is a strong research theme in the department giving post-holder many 
opportunities to be involved in audits and research and also explore a career in 
academic medicine if they wish.
